* Paperboard gift boxes

®* Corrugated cardboard boxes
* Catalogs

® String lights — must be in a box with lid;
Electronics container. NEW!

But NO, can’t recycle:

* Ribbons, bows, tinsel
* Anything with Metallics / glitter

* Packing peanuts or Styrofoam
blocks

* Plastic blister packaging from toys
or electronics; cards with
batteries
