MINUTES

REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

Thursday, May 22, 2008

Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM. 

Members present were:  David Smith Sr., Christopher Tomich, Anthony Gulotta, Margaret Martin and Timothy Fulco.

The Board members welcomed new Board Member Tim Fulco.

Election of Planning Board Officers: A. Gulotta made a motion that Christopher Tomich be Chairman of the Planning Board. His motion was seconded and approved 5-0.

A. Gulotta made a motion that David Smith Sr. be Vice-Chair of the Planning Board.  His motion was seconded and approved 5-0.

C. Tomich made a motion that Margaret Martin be Secretary of the Planning Board.  His motion was seconded and approved 5-0.

D. Smith Sr. made a motion that Anthony Gulotta continue as Treasurer of the Planning Board.  His motion was seconded and approved 5-0.

C. Tomich made a motion that David Smith Sr. continue in his role as Representative of the Planning Board to the Berkshire Regional Planning Commission.  His motion was seconded and approved 5-0.
Minutes: A. Gulotta  made a motion to accept  the minutes for the 5/08/08 Regular Business Meeting as amended. His motion was seconded and approved unanimously.
A. Gulotta  made a motion to accept  the minutes for the 5/08/08 Special Permit Hearing as amended. His motion was seconded and approved unanimously.

Sachs-Reisman Inc. submits Special Permit Application: This is an application for a jewelry craft-person’s shop and a sign on .43 acres  at 25 Maple Ave. in the Village  Center District.  The application seeks permission for use as a craftsperson’s shop under Zoning Bylaw 3.1.3.D.5 and a sign larger than the 20 square feet allowed by Zoning Bylaw 6.2.5.2. A $250 check was enclosed.  Copies of the application were stamped by the Town Clerk.

M. Martin made a motion, seconded and approved 5-0, to accept the Special Permit Application of Sachs-Reisman Inc.  The Board assigned case # 052208.  C. Tomich wondered if the Board needs a mylar and a site plan to assess a use application.  A. Gulotta said minimally the Board needs a sketch and he said he would check that requirement.  A. Gulotta and D. Smith Sr. will find out if the Board can do one hearing on both usage and a sign.

A. Gulotta made a motion, seconded and approved 5-0, to order Tim Fulco a nameplate.
Bills: A. Gulotta presented 3 bills:  one from Rene Wood for copy paper, another from Rhonda LaBombard for her time and a bill from the Berkshire Record for ads. M. Martin made a motion, seconded and approved 5-0, to pay these bills.
Rules and Regulations:  The Board will have to review these at the next meeting because the Public Hearing on Rules and Regs is approaching.

Discussion of Planning Board work:  The Board brought T. Fulco up to date on the work of the sign committee.  They discussed reviewing the restrictions on town districts.
At 7:55 PM the meeting was suspended for a Special Permit Hearing.

At 8:20PM, M. Martin made a motion, seconded and approved 5-0, to re-open the Regular Meeting. 
Comments on the Zdiarski Special Permit Hearing:  M. Martin thought there should be a bathroom on site for 2 employees.  She thought someone might ask the building inspector about it.  T. Fulco wondered about off season businesses and other members stated that the Zdiarski’s would have to come before the Planning Board again with any additional business.

Meeting Times and Dates:  The Board agreed to continue meeting on the 2nd and 4th Thursdays unless a conflict arises, in that case they will meet Wednesday.  The next meetings will be June 12 and June 26.

At 8:30PM, M. Martin made a motion, seconded and approved 5-0, to adjourn the meeting.
